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Forensic prevention of crimes committed in the field of public health services is considered in the context of the prospects for its capabilities
growth at the pre-criminal stage. The author emphasizes the need to expand the subject of forensic science, since prevention based on the facts
of committed crimes as well as the close linking of forensic science exclusively to criminal proceedings create serious limitations in increasing of
the effectiveness of preventive activities. This situation does not allow the development of forensic support for crime prevention in cases when a
crime-prone situation emerges. The author defends the thesis of the need for forensic support for the entirety of law enforcement, regardless of
law branch, in order to prevent any harmful consequences, where the final outcome will be crime prevention. These ideas are projected onto iat-
rogenic crimes prevention. According to the author, in the context of the stated topic, the cautions made by Roszdravnadzor (Federal Service for
Surveillance in Health Care and Social Development of the Russian Federation) on the impermissibility of violating mandatory requirements should
be based on forensic recommendations, and the Investigative Committee of the Russian Federation should be given a coordinating function in re-
lation to the work of all control and supervisory agencies in terms of crime prevention.
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
