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The article deals with the issues of improving domestic legislation on the example of norms on bribery. In addition, some problems related to
the interpretation of the norm contained in article 2912 of the Criminal Code of the Russian Federation and the qualification of petty bribery are in-
vestigated. The article examines the question of the unfounded decision of the legislator to provide in one article responsibility for giving and re-
ceiving bribes and to establish the same penalties for these acts. According to the authors, is not quite justified to consider was the position of Ju-
dicial Board on criminal cases of the Supreme Court of the Russian Federation on the attribution rules under article 2912 of the Criminal Code,
the special relative to those contained in articles 290 and 291 of the criminal code. The authors’ opinion on the possibility of using foreign expe-
rience in order to improve domestic legislation on liability for bribery is substantiated.
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
