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The article presents the results of a study of the correlation of the grounds for exemption from criminal liability in terms of compensation for
damage caused by a crime. The priority of the application of mandatory provisions of the criminal law is established. The provisions of Article 76!
of the Criminal Code of the Russian Federation, as well as the prescriptions set out in the notes to the articles of the Special Part of the Criminal
Code of the Russian Federation, are mandatory among the norms regulating the exemption from criminal liability related to the compensation of
harm. In other cases, the norm to be used is determined by the law enforcement officer on the basis of the specific circumstances of the case.
At the same time, a conclusion is drawn about the possibility of simultaneous application of articles 75 and 76 of the Criminal Code of the
Russian Federation. The expediency of releasing a person from criminal liability in the priority order under the articles on active repentance
and reconciliation with the victim, and not in connection with the application of a court fine, is justified. Exemption from criminal liability with the
application of a court fine is permissible in cases where there is no basis for the use of Articles 75 and 76 of the Criminal Code of the Russian
Federation. Itis argued that, in contrast to active repentance and reconciliation with the victim, the application of a court fine creates less favorable
legal consequences for the guilty person, since the release from criminal responsibility in the latter case is conditional.
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
