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The article is devoted to the issues of legislative regulation of the criminal liability of legal entities in the Kyrgyz Republic (Kyrgyzstan),
for the first time provided in this country by the Criminal Code of 2017, which entered into force on January 1, 2019. Such liability
is established in its broad sense as the application of compulsory measures of criminal law to legal entities in criminal procedure,
which include: a fine, restriction of the rights of a legal entity, liquidation of a legal entity, and confiscation of property of a legal entity.
The legislative consolidation of the criminal liability of legal entities in Kyrgyzstan is largely due to the use of foreign experience in
establishing such liability and is associated with the desire of Kyrgyzstan to comply with “Western standards”. The arrival in 2021 of the
opponents of the previous government to the leadership of the country changed the attitude towards the institution of criminal liability
of legal entities. The new Criminal Code of Kyrgyzstan, which entered into force on December 1, 2021, does not contain provisions on
the application of coercive measures of criminal law to legal entities. This is motivated by the fact that their use violates the rights of
owners and co-founders of enterprises, including the right to inviolability of private property.
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
