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The article deals with topical issues of the use of scientific organization of labor in the activities of the investigator in the context
of digitalization of Russian criminal proceedings and the changes that occur in the criminal procedure legislation. The organization of
the investigator’s work, taking into account modern recommendations of the scientific organization of labor and the possibilities of
digital technologies in the search, processing and systematization of forensic information, electronic document management, certainly
contributes to improving the efficiency of the crime investigation process. The article focuses on the fact that the practice of law
enforcement forms a “request” for the development of forensic technologies related to the organization of the investigator’s work, with
the creation of conditions that increase its effectiveness, and thereby influences the search and justification of scientific approaches
to solving relevant issues. In addition, the regularity of the influence of the technical capabilities of office work and the latest expert
techniques on the timing and quality of criminal cases under investigation has been established.
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
