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The article is devoted to the introduction of criminal liability of legal entities in the Republic of Armenia through the adoption of a
new criminal code in 2021. Attention is drawn to the fact that the norms on the criminal liability of legal entities provided for by this code
come into force on January 1, 2023. The circumstances of the inclusion of norms on the criminal liability of legal entities in the criminal
law are considered. It is noted that the new Armenian criminal legislation recognizes legal entities as subjects of criminal responsibility,
which consists in the application of measures of criminal law to them. The grounds for the criminal liability of legal entities are indicated,
the types of measures of criminal law applied to legal entities are given and disclosed, which are: a fine, temporary suspension of the
right to engage in a certain type of activity, compulsory liquidation, prohibition of activity on the territory of Armenia. In addition, it is
noted that confiscation of property can be applied to a legal entity.
