A VIEW ON THE INDICTMENT FROM THE DEFENSE ATTORNEY’S STANDPOINT
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The article discusses the problems of familiarization of the accused and the defence counsel with the indictment of the criminal case
and the specific features of the indictment that should be paid attention to. The relevant problem of non-challenge by defence counsels
of irrelevant information in procedural documents is investigated, a complex of undesirable consequences arising in this connection for
the defence is revealed. The shortcomings of the indictment, which entail the return of the criminal case by the court or the procurator,
are analyzed separately, and a critical assessment is given to the proposal, by analogy with the indictment, to empower the defence
counsel with the obligation to submit a new procedural document, the so-called defence opinion.
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
