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The article discusses the issues of practical implementation of the prescriptions of paragraph 4 of Art. 196 of the Code of Criminal
Procedure of the Russian Federation on establishing the mental or physical state of a minor victim in case of doubts about his ability to
correctly perceive the circumstances that are important for a criminal case and give evidence.

The author presents the results of a survey of investigators conducted to clarify their understanding of the main provisions characterizing
the mental state of a minor victim, which has legal significance, as well as ways of establishing it. Attention is drawn to the discrepancies
in the theory of criminal procedure and among practitioners in the interpretation of the possibilities of forensic psychological and complex
forensic psychological and psychiatric examinations in establishing the reliability/unreliability of the testimony of a minor victim.
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
