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The article examines a criminal record as a qualifying sign of a crime and concludes that the return in 2012 of a conviction excluded
from the Criminal Code of the Russian Federation in 2003 as a qualifying sign of some crimes and, in subsequent years, the expansion
of the list of articles of the Criminal Code of the Russian Federation, in whose criminal record acts as such a sign, revives the theory of
a “dangerous person” and violates the principle of justice enshrined in Art. 6 of the Criminal Code of the Russian Federation.
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
