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This publication is an attempt to comprehend the novels of the Armenian criminal procedure legislation on the criminal liability of
legal entities established in the Republic of Armenia through the adoption in 2021 of the new Criminal and Criminal Procedure Codes.
If earlier, according to the legislation of Armenia, legal entities could participate in criminal procedural relations only as civil plaintiffs,
civil defendants, as well as persons who can participate in the selection of a preventive measure in the form of an organization’s surety,
then with the adoption of the new Criminal Code and the Criminal Procedure Code of Armenia they also become participants in crimi-
nal procedural relations as persons held criminally liable. The norms on the criminal liability of legal entities provided for by these codes
come into force on January 1, 2023. The article discusses: general conditions of production and the procedure for initiating a criminal
case against a legal entity; circumstances precluding criminal prosecution of a legal entity; the rights and obligations of a legal entity in
respect of which criminal proceedings are being conducted; jurisdiction of cases in relation to legal entities.
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
