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The article deals with an urgent issue related to the definition of the type of corpus delicti for rendering life-support objects
unusable. The scientific community’s consideration of this issue has been touched upon very superficially, but even in this case there
is no common understanding on the subject of attributing Article 215.2 of the Criminal Code to the material or formal composition of
the crime. The author presents scientific opinions and their argumentation, studied judicial practice on the application of the analyzed
article, on the basis of which the author comes to the conclusion that there is no unified approach in terms of reflecting the occurrence
of socially dangerous consequences in court decisions.
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
