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The article is devoted to the issues of criminal liability of legal entities in Mongolia, established by the adoption in 2015 of a new
criminal code, which entered into force on July 1, 2017. Mongolian criminal law considers a legal entity as a subject of a crime and a
subject of criminal liability. In Mongolia, the criminal liability of a legal entity is defined as the application of criminal sanctions to legal
entities for committing crimes under the Special Part of the national criminal code. Currently, 33 articles of the Special Part of the
Criminal Code of Mongolia contain sanctions for legal entities. Sanctions for legal entities include: a fine, coercive measures in the form
of deprivation of the right; compulsory measures in the form of liquidation; coercive measures in the form of confiscation of property
or income of a legal entity.
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
