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Ensuring openness and publicity of legal proceedings is one of the most important tasks facing the judicial system.
At the same time, the development of modern information technologies requires improving mechanisms for informing
about the results of the consideration of cases, including through the publication of texts of judicial acts on the Internet.
As part of the study, the effectiveness of existing legislation in this area was analyzed. The author concluded that it is
necessary to reduce the time for the placement of texts of judicial acts adopted by the courts in civil and administrative
court proceedings. In addition, this article proposes changes to existing legal norms in terms of reducing and specifying
cases in which a judicial act cannot be posted on the Internet or is not fully posted.
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
