The Right to Delete Positive Information Published on the Internet

The article deals with the issue of the right to demand the deletion of positive information posted on the Internet, which
is a new issue for the science of civil law, which potentially violates the rights of both individual participants in civil legal
relations and an indefinite circle of persons. It is concluded that, subject to certain conditions, the claims for the removal
of such information from the Internet can be satisfied.
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
