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The paper addresses challenges related to the issue of non-application of the release from obligations clause in
respect of a citizen when there is a court ruling by which the debtor (individual) is brought to subsidiary liability. The author
analyzes the relevant court cases. Based on the conducted study, it was concluded that the release from obligations
clause shall not apply to debtors who are brought to subsidiary liability. Bringing to subsidiary liability constitutes a legal
fact confirming the bad faith of the debtor, to whom the release from obligations clause shall not apply.
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
