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In the context of the digital economy, the exercise of the right to enforce a judgment within the framework of ‘digital
enforcement proceedings’ is becoming more transparent and should help strengthen the confidence of the information
society side in the bodies that enforce judicial decisions, in particular, in the state as a whole. The presented article
analyzes the potential possibility of creating electronic registries that will solve two groups of problems: 1) a preventive
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task, involving the creation of an electronic register of debtors; 2) the compensation task, which involves the creation of
an electronic register of claimants, the inclusion of which will mean the absence of one of the components of the right to
judicial protection: the right to enforce a court decision, which will be compensated by the funds of the fund, establishing
a minimum threshold for monetary compensation to the claimant, if it is impossible to enforce court decisions and thereby
ensure the implementation of constitutional principles for building a social state. Based on the analysis of law enforcement
practice, it is concluded that the enforceability of a court decision, as the third element of the right to judicial protection,
does not imply guaranteed execution of a court decision, allowing the state to be limited by the proper organization of the
enforcement of the court decision. Itis noted that Russia as a social state should create additional mechanisms establishing
minimum guarantees for unfulfilled proceedings, so that opportunities are created for the implementation of the third
component of the right to judicial protection.
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
