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The article is dedicated to a criminal law analysis of the main constituent elements of a crime stipulated by Article 278
of the Criminal Code of the Russian Federation, which is open to discussion. The author singles out three independent
constituent elements in review of the violent upheaval and forced retention of power. The acts indicated in Article 278 of
the Criminal Code of the Russian Federation encroach on two interrelated, but independent object types: the first two
are aimed at the bases of the political system of the Russian Federation, where government is the main phenomenon.
An immediate object is relations characterizing legitimacy of the latter understood as a constitutional basis of its existence
and functioning, creation and activities of government authorities. The third crime encroaches on the constitutional structure
of the Russian Federation, which directly follows from the essence of the act indicated in the law. Depending on that, the
objective crime side is defined differently. This gives rise to many discussions and approaches to qualification of a crime
stipulated by Article 278 of the Criminal Code of the Russian Federation.
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
