Appeal to experts handwriting accompanies the investigation of almost every second crime,
the consideration of the overwhelming majority of civil and arbitration cases.

The scientific basis of forensic handwriting expertise is judicial forensic manuscript — the most developed subject
area of scientific knowledge of forensic examination, methodically ensuring the solution of all tasks related to the study of
handwriting objects arising in legal proceedings.

At the same time, the analysis of judicial and expert practice testifies to the numerous problems associated with both the
appointment and the production of forensic handwriting expertise. Moreover, to date, the accumulated unresolved issues and
problems have already reached their limits, and further inaction in this direction threatens the very system of legal proceedings.

In this regard, using the platform of a respected journal, we consider it necessary once again to draw attention to the
need for the earliest possible adoption of legislative, managerial, organizational and other decisions that will help restore
order in the field of forensic expertise.
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
