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The article analyzes the current problems of observing the rights of judges and law enforcement officials and ensuring
state protection of these individuals. In the Russian Federation, in recent years, much and serious attention has been
paid to solving problems of ensuring the observance of the rights and freedoms of citizens, guarantee and real security of
citizens, including participants in criminal proceedings.

The main, important and timely Federal law in the field of state protection and protection of life, health and property of
judges and law enforcement officials is Federal Law of April 20, 1995 No. 45-FZ (as amended by the Federal Law of July 1,
2017) “On state protection of judges, law enforcement and regulatory authorities.” This Federal Law is justified and necessary.

To comply with the rights of judges and law enforcement officials, to ensure state protection of the life and health of
these protected persons, in accordance with this Federal Law, “security measures may be applied, taking into account
specific circumstances”.

Suggestions are made to improve the Federal Law of April 20, 1995 No. 45-FZ “On the State Protection of Judges,
Law Enforcement and Supervisory Authorities”.
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
