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The article discusses the implementation of constitutional justice in Russia and Croatia. The authors conduct a
comparative legal analysis of constitutional norms enshrined in the national legislation of the states under consideration.
Animportant feature of constitutional justice is the protection and protection of violated constitutional rights and freedoms
of man and citizen, which are the highest value in the state. In Croatia, one of the features of constitutional justice is the
mandatory adoption of the necessary decisions on the implementation of the Constitution of the Croatian Republic and
other regulations. In case of failure to comply with these regulatory legal acts, the Constitutional Court of the Republic of
Croatia informs the Government and the Croatian Parliament about this.
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
