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The article is devoted to the experience of using the media — legal periodicals to popularize the court and increase
its authority in society, for the research of theoretical and practical basis of judicial reform. The materials published in the
“Weekly of Soviet Justice” reflecting the reform of the judicial system of the RSFSR in the new economic policy period are
researched. The Weekly revealed conceptual problems of the judicial system, such as the theory of a unified court, the
extension of the jurisdiction of a people’s court, the formation of special jurisdiction courts; contained materials related to
the procedure for the formation of the personnel of the court; included publications on the problems of legal proceedings,
in particular on the extension of circuit court and the principle of revolutionary legality in the activities of judges. Discussions
on the pages of the “Weekly of Soviet Justice” come before the Law of the Judiciary of 1922 and 1926 was passed; the task
was set so that readers of the Weekly could get an idea of the content of the law project. Publications were characterized by
ideological subordination, had a task of propaganda Soviet statehood and popularizing the Soviet court. In the “Weekly of
Soviet Justice” not only reform projects were published, but also the results of their practical implementation, for example,
statistics on the extension of circuit court, on the personnel of the courts.
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
