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The article analyzes the innovation in the Criminal Code of Russia (Criminal Code), which is a norm on criminal liability
for occupying a higher position in the criminal hierarchy in article 210.1 of the Criminal Code of the Russian Federation.
It is noted that there is no legal definition of a person occupying the highest position in the criminal hierarchy. In criminal
law the doctrine indicates that in order to determine such a person it is necessary to conduct special scientific research.

The criminal environment has its own procedure for determining such a person, in accordance with which a pre-private
line with strict subordination and distribution of posts. In the light of the analyzed norm, it is also pertinent consider the
importance of the status of the person leading the criminal group and relate it to the person holding the highest position in
the criminal hierarchy, since such a relationship has practical meaning. The author indicates that today in legislative norms,
infact, an equal sign is put between a person holding a higher living in the criminal hierarchy, and leaders of criminal groups.
In this connection, the author especially notes the practical the need for legislative clarification of the issues of determining
the highest position in hierarchy, as well as qualification issues that will maintain the viability of the introduced norm.
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
