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The article contains an analysis of the evolutionary development of such an element of legal regulation of judicial
norm control as the result of the case. The article reflects the diversity of scientific discussion on this issue, as well as the
contradictory understanding of this element in the positions of the Constitutional Court of Russia and the Supreme Court of
Russia. Having evolved in recent years, legislation in the field of judicial review, although removed a number of uncertainties,
however, is not allowed finally the problem of a unified approach to the issue of recognition of a normative act with lower
legal force inconsistent with the higher regulatory act, as well as a uniform approach to the effects of recognizing such
inconsistency. In this regard, within the framework of this article, the author suggests making point-by-point changes to
normative legal acts that could finally eliminate the existing contradictions.
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
