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The article presents a critical analysis of a number of important and ambiguous provisions of the Ruling of the Plenary of
the Supreme Court of the Russian Federation “On judicial practice in cases of bribery and other corruption crimes” No. 24 of
July 9, 2013, valid from December 24, 2019 in the new edition. The author comments on both the new, modified or unchanged
explanations of the Plenary of the Supreme Court of the Russian Federation, and puts forward and substantiates his proposals
to amend the plenary order in connection with its gaps, inaccuracies and conflicts.

In particular, the article addresses: the legal and factual implications of choosing the moment from which to consider bribery
mediation to be over; possible causes and legal consequences that a bribe or the subject of commercial bribery remains with the
intermediary; the qualification of the mediator’s actions in bribery or commercial bribery, which draws the received values in its
favor; options for qualifying the actions of a person who agrees to mediate in a bribe, depending on his motives; issues of monetary
evaluation of the subject of bribery and commercial bribery, if such are things limited or completely prohibited to civil circulation;
minimizing the risks of objective imputation of qualifying traits related to the size of bribes or commercial bribery; and more.
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to mediation in bribery, fraud, public danger of the act, evidence of intent to mediate in bribery, objective imputation, shadow market.
