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The article notes that today, in the context of fighting the pandemic, it is especially important to improve Russian
legislation. The authorities used different definitions of the concepts «emergency», «emergency», «alarm», «quarantine»,
«self-isolation» and confused them with each other, causing an ambiguous attitude to the actions of the authorities. The
administrative Code of the Russian Federation is amended, which is often incomprehensible to most citizens, and there
are various practices for their application. The author believes that it is necessary to determine in terms of what they mean,
what consequences they generate, and take a more balanced approach to improving legislation.
