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The article considers the draft Federal law “On amendments to the Criminal Code of the Russian Federation and the
Criminal Procedure Code of the Russian Federation in connection with the introduction of the concept of criminal offense”,
as well as the category of criminal misconduct in the current legislation. The authors compare and analyze the opinions
of state bodies, the points of view of various authors and representatives of state authorities regarding the necessity and
consequences of introducing criminal offense in criminal legislation. The author compares the criminal legislation of
foreign countries, which are characterized by a similar division of socially dangerous acts prohibited by criminal law, the
consequences of committing such "offenses” and provides some indicators on the state of crime in these States. Attention
is paid to the current legislation and problems that are currently relevant according to statistical data provided by state
bodies. A forecast is given regarding the impact of this category on the current system of classification of crimes, the state
of crime in the state and the dynamics of its indicators. The content of a criminal offense as a type of socially dangerous
act is compared with similar and related categories existing in the current system of criminal law and containing similar
essential characteristics, the need to deduce which is analyzed by the authors.
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
