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The principle of separation of powers, being one of the features of a democratic regime, presupposes the relative
independence of the judiciary, legislative and executive powers, their mutual respect for each other.

Due to the presence of a threat to the foundations of the constitutional system, the judiciary in exceptional cases
can be involved in political processes, influencing not only the formation of the system of law, but also politics, while the
exercise of freedom of choice by a judge is not absolute and is subject to a complex system of restrictions.

A decision by a judge that affects the sphere of politics, as a rule, causes a wide public outcry, in turn, even in
developed democracies, there is no public consensus on the admissibility of the influence of the judiciary on political
processes. Discourse between supporters of judicial activism and judicial restrictions in the political sphere is inherent not
only in democratic, but also in pseudo-democratic regimes, which is associated with the special role of the court, which
exercises control over the exercise of freedom in the political sphere within the boundaries established by law. The theory
of political jurisprudence is a system of knowledge (views, perceptions, ideas) regarding the place and role of the judiciary
in political processes; globalization, the spread of the influence of Western legal doctrine, the orientation takes place on
the Western model of the theory of political jurisprudence, the study of which is devoted to this article.
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
