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The article discusses the complex issue of extending, suspending, restoring procedural terms in connection with the
spread of coronavirus infection in the Russian Federation in the light of Review No. 1 of the Supreme Court of the Russian
Federation dated April 21, 2020. It was concluded that the procedural deadlines missed in connection with the pandemic
are not extended, but can only be restored by the court if there are valid reasons, to which the spread of Covid-19 does
not apply; on the complexity of protecting constitutional and civil rights in courts by unsecured citizens who lost their jobs
during the spread of coronavirus infection.
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
