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The activity of councils of judges in Russia is of a systemic nature, including various forms of individual influence
on legal relations: opinions, resolutions, consulting on the prevention of corruption, compliance with ethical standards,
prevention of conflicts of legal interests, and other reputational risks. The paper considers one of the activities of the
councils of judges in the form of preparation of conclusions, which play a significant role in the formation of a uniform
law enforcement practice in the process of individual regulation of judicial activity. The conclusions are of an explanatory
nature and are taken into account by the qualification collegiums of judges when making decisions regarding judges
and candidates for the position of judges. The essence of the conclusions of the councils of judges is substantiated as
a kind of individual regulation of legal relations. The analysis of individual conclusions of the councils of judges made
it possible to classify various methods of individual regulation in the process of law enforcement. It is concluded that
the councils of judges are the subject of law enforcement, which, through individual regulation, provide certainty in the
assessment of reputational risks, their prevention and suppression in the behavior of a judge through the interpretation
of the principles and norms of law; overcoming conflicts in law; the use of optional, alternative, relatively specific,
dispositive, etc. principles and norms of law; overcoming gaps in law; individualization of law in the form of opinions,
decisions, consultation.
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
