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Information technologies are shaping the new content of the judicial workflow, including rebuilding the organization
of archival storage in a digital, paperless reality. The activities of the Judicial Department under the Supreme Court of
the Russian Federation, as well as its structural unit of the FGBU IAC of the Judicial Department in the previous period,
is the departmental basis for the implementation of further changes within the framework of the national tasks of digital
transformation formulated by Rosarkhiv in 2020. The needs of the time are in the further modernization of legal regulation,
including taking into account the interest in this not only of the courts themselves and the Judicial Department, but also
of millions of information users, through the development of the Federal Law “On Archival in the Courts of the Russian
Federation”. The success of the introduction of innovations in the course of a large-scale digital transformation of court
archives can be based solely on: clear planning of changes, the creation of a personnel training system (including in the
conditions of remote formats for obtaining new competencies by civil servants of the courts) and timely control of the
execution of assigned tasks by the authorized bodies of the judicial community.
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
