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The article examines the approach of international courts to the problem of considering criminal cases in the absence
of the accused. The author tries to answer the question to what extent, in relation to criminal procedure, a trial is allowed
in the absence of the accused in international justice in the context of the trend towards expanding the guarantee of the
right to a defense. This procedural guarantee in some cases comes into conflict with the practical difficulties of considering
such cases, the “interests of justice”, which call into question the fairness of the proceedings as a whole.
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
