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The purpose of the study — through the analysis of criminal law theory and law enforcement practice to identify
the problematic aspects of the subjective side of the crimes of extremist orientation. It was found that the cumbersome
construction of the motive of political, ideological, racial, national or religious hatred or enmity or the motive of hatred or
enmity against any social group is interpreted ambiguously. Unjustifiably, hatred and enmity are perceived as synonymous.
The authors propose criteria for distinguishing them. The lack of unified classifications of religion, nationality and race
does not, however, create particular difficulties in imputing the corresponding motives of hatred or enmity. This can be
explained by well-established concepts in the public consciousness. The greatest difficulties are related to such categories
as politics, ideology and social group. In many respects, this is due to a lack of clarification of their correct interpretation.
There is a tendency of excessive expansive interpretation of this motive.
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
