Human Rights Institute from Concept to Convergence
in the Format of the National Court of Human Rights

The guarantee of human rights and their inviolability is of particular relevance in the context of the transition of the
Russian legal space to the digitalization format. The courts, as special institutions of state power, based on their legal
essence and the measures assigned to them to ensure, guarantee and protect human rights, act as arbitrators, but do not
affect due to the workload and complexity of the consideration of cases on digital rights of citizens, or approach them with
a special caution. A new approach for additional consideration and publication can be implemented taking into account
the proposal of the President of the Russian Federation to introduce the National Court of Human Rights into Russian legal
reality. The paper presents the author’s view, gives examples and makes some intermediate conclusions that may be of
value in the format of the National Court of Digital Rights of Citizens.
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
