The Prest v Petrodel Case and Conceptualization
of the Doctrine of Veil Piercing in the United Kingdom
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The article critically examines the main positions formulated by the Supreme Courts of Great Britain in the case of Prest
v Petrodel Resources Ltd & Others in 2013. The author concludes that this court decision became key to conceptualizing
the doctrine of piercing the corporate veil, and its significance went beyond the UK. The legal community welcomes the
attempts of the justices of the Supreme Court to set doctrine in clearer and more consistent standards. At the same time,
not all areas of uncertainty have been overcome. The serious restrictions imposed by the court force the English courts
to resolve disputes about corporate abuse, ignoring the doctrine in question and resorting to traditional tools provided for
by the rules of agency, trust and tort law.
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
