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The article discusses some aspects of the revision of judicial acts under new circumstances. From the

point of view of the interpretation of civil procedural norms, the essence and legal nature of the Decision of the
Constitutional Court of the Russian Federation as the basis for the revision of judicial acts that have entered into
legal force is investigated.
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
