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The paper examines the historical and social conditions that influenced the formation of the judicial system in Ancient
Greece. The significance of various economic prerequisites (development of trade routes, foreign economic relations), which
influenced the formation and functioning of the ancient system of law, is investigated. In addition, the general principles of
the construction of the judicial process in Athens and the Black Sea colonies-policies are investigated.

The characteristic features of certain types of legal proceedings of antiquity associated with private law are considered.
The use of historical material (in particular, antique comedies) helps to a certain extent to consider the relationship between
social moments and the administration of justice and their significance in the life of ancient Greek society.

It also discusses the role and functions individuals (Agoranomas) who were assigned administrative functions.
A comparative analysis of the functioning of the judicial system of Athens and the Black Sea city-policies (in particular,
Chersonesus) is carried out.
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
