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The article analyzes the proposal to create a Russian court of Human Rights, examines the opinions of experts on
this issue. Some problems of interaction between the European Court of Human Rights (ECHR) and the Russian judicial
system are identified, in particular, the question of the correlation of judicial jurisdiction and the problem of enforcement
of decisions of the European Court of Human Rights in the modern constitutional and legal paradigm of Russia in the light
of the constitutional reform of 2020. The question is raised about the expediency of creating a Russian court for Human
Rights, about the mechanism of its formation and functioning.
