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The article reviews the issues related to the use of indispensable evidence in civil proceedings. The authors analyze
the doctrinal and practical opinions in this sphere, note the importance of the use of all required evidence in first as well as
in second instance courts. The paper states that a failure to acknowledge any additional, required evidence by a second
instance court prevents the court of appeal from performance of tasks of civil proceedings; the authors suggest enshrining
at the statutory level the ability of second instance courts to acknowledge any submitted required additional evidence.
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
