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Based on archival materials and statistical data, the article presents the historical experience of using such types
of criminal punishment as exile and hard labor. Interest in this topic is caused by the proposals made by politicians and
scientists in recent years to return exile as a form of punishment to the Criminal Code of the Russian Federation in order to
address demographic issues and provide labor resources in Siberia and the Far East. The article is devoted to the history
of exile and hard labor in Siberia, in particular in Transbaikalia, in the pre-revolutionary period. Not only lawyers, but also
representatives of other professions took part in the discussion about the abandonment or abolition of the institution of
exile and hard labor as a form of punishment in Russia. The article also indicates the historical experience of using links in
China and examples of solving the issues of providing labor resources in the modern period in China. The analyzed data
help to show the history of the formation of the use of such types of punishment and the expediency of returning links as
a type of punishment to the domestic Criminal Code.
