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The article analyzes such elements of the subject of proof as the nature and amount of harm caused by a crime. Taking
into account the general characteristics of these categories, the author discloses them in relation to physical harm. At present,
proving the nature and amount of physical harm to the victim is complicated by the lack of legal definitions of the analyzed
concepts, as well as the lack of a unified approach to their definition in criminal and criminal procedural legislation. In the article,
the author offers his own approach to understanding both the nature and the amount of physical harm caused by a crime.
At the same time, a separate emphasis is placed on the specifics of qualifying such a type of physical harm as mental harm.
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
