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The study of references to the positions of the European Court of Human Rights in judicial acts of a specific national
legal system is assessed as a promising area of scientific research, not only in jurisprudence, but also in the framework of
interdisciplinary studies of cognitive processes and interdisciplinary studies of language. Based on the application of the content
analysis method, it is concluded that the increase and decrease in the number of references to the positions of the European
Court of Human Rights in judicial acts does not always indicate the desire of the Russian state to open or close in relation to
Western civilization. Atthe same time, the most complex and problematic situations in Russian domestic and foreign policy should
and do affect the number of appeals to the legal positions of international bodies in the framework of criminal proceedings.
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
