Concept and types of corporate responsibility
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The modern concept of legal responsibility is largely based on
the works of legal scholars of the last century. The development
of corporate legislation and the doctrine of the Corporation
required the study of the properties and certain types of liability
of partici-pants in corporate relations (corporate responsibility).
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
