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With an exit expected by legal community and the
practicing lawyers of the resolution of the Plenum of the Supreme
Court of the Russian Federation on contest of large deals and
transactions with interest a number of the approaches which have
settled in jurisprudence on corporate disputes I have undergone
essential changes.
