Despite the COVID-19 coronavirus epidemic, corruption
remains one of the most serious threats to Russia’s national
security. Taking into account the social danger of this problem, we
carried out a detailed analysis of the dynamics of corruption crime
in the country for 10 months of 2020, as well as the geography of
its prevalence. In the course of the analysis of law enforcement
practice, a number of unclaimed articles of the Criminal Code
were identified that reduce the effectiveness of anti-corruption
activities of law enforcement agencies and level its main princip-
le — the inevitability of punishment for corruption crimes.
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
