The article raises the question of the consequences of de-
tecting errors in the choice of the type of legal procedures not
only at the stage of trial in first instance, but also at the stages
of verification of court decisions. The authors conclude that at
the appeal stages the court should check whether the trial under
the rules of an improper type of procedure led or could have led
to the illegal and unjustified adjudication. If such circumstanc-
es are discovered, the judicial act should be canceled, and in ex-
ceptional cases, the case should be returned to the court of first
instance. In other cases, the conversion to trial under the rules
of other procedure may be carried out at the appeal or cassation.
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
