The most urgent problematic issues of establishing adminis-
trative responsibility for violating the legislation of the subjects of
the Russian Federation in the field of peace and quiet of citizens
are considered. Currently, as is known at the federal level, there
is no responsibility for violating the peace and quiet of citizens.
At the same time, administrative responsibility for the above-
mentioned illegal acts is established by regional laws on admi-
nistrative offenses. The main contradictions between the federal
and regional legislation on administrative offenses are analyzed.
Specific recommendations are proposed to help eliminate the
legal gap that has arisen.
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
