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The article discusses the features of the use of material goods in the form of housing in the field
of social security. It is revealed that housing as an object of social security relations is actively used
when citizens face social risks, as a result of which there is a loss of housing or permanent outside care
is required (for the disabled, elderly, children), for the purpose of temporary residence, temporary
settlement, temporary stay or temporary maintenance of citizens. In some such cases, the provision of
housing is one of the elements of some other types of social security — mainly social services provided
in the form of a hospital or semi-hospital. In addition, the relationships for the provision of low-income
citizens in need of better housing, residential premises under contracts of social hiring, and for poor —
contracts employment dwellings housing social use (in the so-called wage-social use), in the absence
of these citizens of any habitation, according to the author, fully meet all the basic criteria of social-
security relations. It is concluded that the relations on the provision of housing subsidies to certain
categories of workers, which must be worked out by such workers in a certain profession and often in a
certain area (for example, rural) should be considered as having a mixed industry affiliation (including
the right to social security).
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
