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Based on the idea that labor law and social security law from the point of view of realizing human
rights have common goals of legal regulation - satisfaction of socially significant needs, the authors
analyze the category of the living wage, the minimum wage and the consumer basket. The decrease in
the level of wages in 2020, due to the pandemic of the new coronavirus infection COVID-19, makes
urgent the issue of minimum guarantees, which should be established taking into account socially
significant needs. In this regard, a draft law on a consumer basket in the Russian Federation was
considered, which is assessed as more consistent with the standards of modern society life than the
current one. Recognizing the negative assessment of this initiative by the State Duma of the Russian
Federation and the subsequent rejection of the draft law, the authors at the same time, substantiate the
conclusion that an increase in the cost of the consumer basket, entailing the establishment of a new
living wage and the minimum wage, can contribute to an increase in consumer demand and to a certain
extent promote economic development.
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
