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The article provides the author’s assessment of the contribution of British scientists and public
figures B. Webb and S. Webb to the formation of the English model of social security and the foundations
of the concept of the “welfare state”. It is argued that it was they who developed a comprehensive
program of the “national minimum?”, incl. national standards to ensure that people do not fall into
poverty. This involved combining minimum labor standards with those of social service and social
insurance. It is concluded that B. Webb and S. Webb can be considered full-fledged ideologists of
the British social insurance system, and the model of social security that they justified has not lost its
significance to this day.
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
