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The article is dedicated to the identification of vectors of transformation of social security procedures,
stating of results, prospects and risks of their further development under the influence of global
informatization and digitalization. The author has found out that the influence of digital technologies in
social security law has manifested itself, firstly, in the development of non-mandatory procedures in view
of the extension of means of address to get separate types of social security through the use of information
technology and the digital environment; secondly, in the transformation of macro-procedures servicing
substantive regulatory provisions of social security law in micro-procedures initiated by authorized
agencies; thirdly, in the reduction of the number of obligatory procedural and legal provisions addressed
to citizens and the increase in the number of obligatory procedural and legal provisions addressed to
authorized state agencies. The author has determined that the development of social security procedures
along the direction of the mentioned vectors is aimed at strengthening of the guaranteed character of social
security rights of citizens, however, further transformation of social security procedures should take place
simultaneously with the elaboration by the legislator of the issue of information protection in the course of
its collection and storage in electronic resources to maintain the balance between the guaranteed character
of social security rights of citizens and protection of their personal data.
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
